	COURSE DESCRIPTION
	Emergency evacuations and reentry into those evacuated areas requires extensive planning and coordination from the local, county, and state levels. Factors such as safety, human behavior, economic, and political issues affect our decisions. The goal of this course is to provide the participants with the knowledge and skills needed to design and implement an Evacuation and Re-Entry Plan for their respective jurisdictions.

This course does not address the process for deciding when evacuation is warranted or when the evacuated area is safe for re-entry.  Those issues are dealt with in other FEMA courses for specific hazards, such as Hurricane Planning and Radiological Accident Assessment.

	COURSE OBJECTIVES
	Participants will be able to do the following:

· Describe the reasons for conducting pre-disaster evacuation and re-entry planning, exercising, and community education

· Identify hazards that may require evacuation, the amount of warning time, and the populations that will be affected by an evacuation
· Describe human behavior and how people react to evacuation orders

· Determine the requirements to complete an evacuation, including laws, transportation, shelter/reception centers, perimeter control, and accountability

· Describe how to communicate with the public before, during, and after an evacuation

· Develop a plan for returning evacuees to their homes

· Develop a strategy for designing, developing, testing, implementing, and maintaining an evacuation plan
